Hotel Vagabond

With so much going on downstairs, | almost forget to make my way to my room (above), which is
adomed with framed photographs of faraway locales. | later learn that these are personal mementos
from the hotelier's travels.

Overall, the space is cosy but well arrayed so | don't feel claustrophobic. The minibar is neatly
ensconced in the wardrobe, and the bathroom has a large sink and decent-size shower stall.
Luxurious touches include cut crystal glassware in the mini bar, and Etro toiletries in the bathroom. But
my favourite item is the retro-chic Roberts radio that can stream music from my smartphone via
Bluetooth technology.

Also provided, are three foldout maps of neighbourhoods around the hotel - Kampong Glam, Rochor
Canal & Beach Road, and Little India — showing nearby eateries and attractions. Between the
socialising in the lobby and exploring the neighbourhoods, I'm well occupied. After a good night's rest,
| enjoy a decadent breakfast of French toast with bacon, freshly prepared upon order.
